Established under the Energy Act of 2004, the Nuclear Decommissioning Agency (NDA) is responsible for the decommissioning and clean-up of the UK’S civil public sector nuclear sites. The NDA forms contracts with Site Licence Companies (SLCs) to deliver management and operational programmes. With responsibility for 19 sites throughout the UK, the NDA’s expenditure for delivering site programmes for 2009/2010 is approximately £2.8bn, with around £1.3bn entering the Supply Chain at Tier 2 and below.
